 Continue traveling to Philadelphia (141 miles)

 Enjoy the Franklin Institute Science Museum; visit the Reading Terminal Market - lunch on own 

 Visit the Battleship New Jersey; public Band performance option(as available) 

Visit the Adventure Aquarium

Visit the famous “Rocky” Statue and run the steps at the Philadelphia Museum of Art

 Evening performance of the Philadelphia Symphony or Curtis Institute performance ($32.00 allotted) 

 Return to hotel

Rolling tour of Valley Forge; lunch on own en route 

Travel to Amish Country (46 miles) and enjoy The Amish Experience guided tour with a family style
